7:00 p.m. All applicants and their parents or guardians are required to attend this event (no
tickets necessary). After the concert, a sign-up for private interviews will occur. This will be
your only opportunity to sign up for an interview. Interview times cannot be given over the
telephone. Interviews will take place on Saturday, May 31 at Symphony Center.

o Stage Three: The private interview on May 31 will last approximately 10 minutes and will
include an opportunity to play the drum for the first time, some simple coordination games,
and a few moments for us to get to know you.
